Intention. The thing I’d always felt deep down about 
Asva recordings was that sense of … intention. Good as 
they have been they rang hollow, as if the truth of what 
nature born those tracks was hidden behind a veneer of 
having to “be” a definable thing, genre specific, a way 
to “belong” somewhere in the midst of other musics. 
The intention behind Presences of Absences has been to 
make something real and unbiased, an honest effort at 
reproducing Asva’s nature as a band, and as individuals.
