The final score was a marvelous 
work, one of de Falla’s most beautiful, and it is presented here in its entirety. Prokofiev’s 
“Chout” received its first performance in Paris 1921, where it was well received. The score, 
calling for a large orchestra, is richly melodic and has a typical Russian folkloric quality as 
well as the burlesque elements that would appear in many of Prokofiev’s most famous works.

This third cantata is stylistically the latest of the 
three and is clearly separate from the first two, although the three cantatas nevertheless have 
one thing in common: all three make use of the cornet and the trombone, instruments that 
Bach rarely employed in his cantatas.
